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Pre-Internship Reading Requirements

Thank you for your interest in obtaining an internship at Children's Hospital Colorado.  In order for your supervisor to sign your completion of 560 hours for application for certification, you will need to complete the following requirements.  It is designed that you complete some activities before you arrive and others during your internship.  It is mandatory that you are prepared on the first day of your internship with the section titled “Prior to Arrival for Internship”.  You will be asked to provide proof of completion one week prior to the start of your internship.  If you fail to provide proof, then you will be unable to complete an internship.
